A Message from Fr. Tom Donovan: 
Paul’s First Letter to the Corinthians features the famous hymn: 
   Love is patient, love is kind. 
   It is not jealous, it is not pompous, 
   It is not inflated, it is not rude, 
   It does not seek its own interests, 
   It is not quick-tempered, 
      it does not brood over injury, 
   It does not rejoice over wrongdoing 

      but rejoices with the truth. 
   It bears all things, believes all things, 
      hopes all things, endures all things. 
   Love never fails. 

Frequently heard at weddings, I sometimes consider how different people encounter this 
reading differently. For a couple commencing their lives together, to find “true love” is an 
exciting adventure heard in the courage and idealism lying underneath these words. For 
couples a few years along the road of married love, I can see eyes turned to their children 
as they hear that love is not quick-tempered, nor does it brood over injury. For those who 
are single, it can be a checklist of desired traits one is looking for in a partner. For those 
who find themselves after a marriage, by widowhood or perhaps even divorce, sometimes 
one can find the whispers of regret. Those who are given to religious vocations even have 
a way of finding God in what is carefully hewn out of all these words, like a statue   
emerging from fine marble. 
   Christian Love is a virtue, for which we may use the word caritas — the origin of the  
English term “charity.” But Love is still more than that. The Greeks had nearly a dozen 
words that can commonly be translated into English as “love.” Here’s some of them: 
   “philia” — the love of deep friendship (Philadephia) or, in more modern terminology, of 
    pathological affections (paraphilias), 
   “eros”— the love of sexual passion, or “erotic” love,  
   “pragma”— the long-standing love of cooperation or compromise, 
   “storge” — familial or habitual love,  
   “mania” — obsessive, possessive love, 
   “philautia” — love of self (both in a positive and in a negative sense),  
   “xenia” — love seen in hospitality towards strangers and guests, often ritualistic, altruism, and finally,  
   “agape” — which is the term most frequently found in Scripture, speaking of the unconditional 

love of God for His children. Philosophically and theologically, one may consider 
Thomas Aquinas who reckons “agape” as “willing the good for another with no  
reciprocal gain expected in return.” 

St. John tells us that the very essence of God is Love — and we can see the fingerprint of 
God in each of these words of love in this “language of love” which comes to us from our 
Greek forbearers. (Indeed, we can even taste some of the loss and confusion flowing from 
words that speak of pathological states of love… such as excessive self regard or the  
psychological ailments which flow from misdirected love.) 
   I often point out in wedding homilies how it is said that the Eskimo people have several 
dozen words that we can translate as snow… because snow and the recognition of different 
types (wet and heavy, icy, sleety, rime-y, etc.) is important to that culture and society. Is it 
a sign of cultural impoverishment that we have so few good words to express love in  
contemporary American society — a society searching so earnestly for true love?  
  We love pizza, we love music playing on the radio. We love gatherings with family and 
friends, we love our dogs and cats, we love our parents and spouses and children, and we 
love God. Are there better ways to sort through our passions and our longings and priorities? 
What does love really mean to me? Does love for God help me understand better my  
obligations for love of neighbor, and vice versa? What is the love-language that informs 
my Christian journey. Having some insight into this question may provide further insight on 
how we can keep growing, in all ages of life, in authentic Christian love.

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A Message from Fr. Tom Donovan:
This week, I have a few more announcements and news for the parish.

   First, you may have noticed that the main doors leading
from the vestibule into the church have been fitted with an
automatic door opener. This system allows users to open 
the doors as they always have (manually) or by waving 
their hand in front of the receptacle to the left of the door 
when entering, or at the right when exiting. We’ll be    
fine tuning the system in the coming weeks, and as
always, the intention is to provide a little extra help for 

those who need it, rather than replacing the ministry of our greeters and others who welcome 
members and visitors of our church. The automatic door opening system is a gift in memory of 
Marge Benz, who died in April of 2021 and is also memorialized with her husband, Ab, in the
sliding glass doors leading outside the church.

We also have received a gift in memory of Jim Holtman by his
family. Jim passed in August of this year. This gift was 
designated to purchase a set of matching ciboria, the “bowls” with 
lids which are used to hold the Eucharistic hosts. The matching set 
stacks, and can easily be used both for the distribution of Holy 
Communion as well as reservation of the Blessed Sacrament in 
the tabernacle. The present set of ciboria in use at St. Anthony 
Church will be cleaned up and placed in service at St. Dominic,
where the vessels in use there are ready to be retired.

Thank you to so many who remember St. Anthony Church in the memorials of their loved 
ones who have died. These gifts, along with legacies which come from planned gifts and estates, 
are most helpful in providing for those “extras” which are totally out of reach due to our ongoing 
efforts to simply cover our normal operating expenses. We try our best to accommodate special
gifts like these according to the needs in the parish and the ability of the gift to cover all of the 
expenses incurred. My hope is that as we get our operating expenses better under control, all of 
the memorial gifts which are otherwise designated to the parish, but without a specific project in
mind, might be designated to our Foundation fund (our endowment fund with the diocese which 
now stands at about $50,000 and provides an annual payment to the parish, which we have
continued to “roll over” over the years), or to Scholarships for Catholic Education, such as the  
Fr. Irenaeus Kimminau Scholarship for St. Dominic School which is administered by the Quincy 
Catholic Elementary Schools Foundation. With these long term legacies and all the other work 
we need to do to continue to maintain our facilities as hospitable, welcoming, prayerful places, 
we encourage our parishioners to please consider remembering St. Anthony Church and
St. Dominic School as part of their funeral plans and wills.  

   A final item for this week: Last year we invited our parishioners to 
consider making an offering to a fund which will be used to enhance 
the Christmas bonuses the parish gives to our hard working lay staff, 
especially in light of these challenging years where the COVID
pandemic has occupied so much time and attention in the workplace.  
Last year, you came through with about $4,000 which was distributed 
among the lay staff in proportion to their full time/part time status, as 
well as their leadership roles within the parish. With about 25 staff 
members to remember… our teachers, our office staff, maintenance, 
and others… nobody is getting rich, but it was a gesture on part of our
people which was deeply appreciated by those who serve the parish
day in and day out. I am aware that there are parishioners who have

suffered severe economic impacts from the fallout of the COVID disaster, and if this is the case,
please do not over extend yourselves this holiday season. But for those who have the ability to 
express their thanks to our parish staff, we are providing envelopes to make that appreciation 
known. In addition to any monetary contributions you might want to offer, if you have a            
particular note of thanks to a particular staff member (or group such as the “office staff” or “the
teachers”), you can include that in the envelope as well and we will pass it along. We need to
finish this collection just before Thanksgiving in order to pass out envelopes at a staff dinner 
taking place on December 2. Thank you for your consideration!
