According to our own tradition in the parish, we will have a special remembrance of those
from our parish who have died at the 6:30 p.m.

Families have been invited to present photographs of their departed loved ones, which will
be on display through the month of November in the church, inviting parishioners to pray for
those who have died in the past year.

In his letter Gaudete et Exsultate “Rejoice and Be Glad”, Pope Francis writes that we need
not be ‘superheroes’ in order to be holy—such a standard might discourage us from even
trying to be holy! Rather, our focus needs to be on simply and honestly “living our lives with
love and... bearing witness [to Christ] in everything that we do, wherever we find
ourselves.” (14) We do this by embracing the power of the Holy Spirit at work in our lives
and reverencing that Spirit gifted in others. We offer our work, our sacrifices, our sufferings
to the glory of Jesus Christ for others to see in today’s world (23). As we read on the feast
of All Saints (and often also on All Soul's) the Beatitudes give a form and appearance to
what life in Christ is all about. We can be holy by being poor in spirit, meek and humble,
keeping clean of heart, living in mercy, comforting the sorrow, working for justice, sowing
peace, and followmg the Gospel even and especially when facing challenges.
