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Dear Brothers and Sisters,

I hope that everyone is well and that this season of Lent has
been fruitful thus far! Recently I have been receiving questions
about the precepts of the Church. The precepts of the Church
are a set of precepts or laws that are given to us to help us order
our participation in the sacraments and the Church’s liturgy,
and so build up our participation in the world as members of
the Mystical Body of Christ.

The Catechism of the Catholic Church, articles 2041-2043
offer the precepts with a brief explanation of them.

Ist - “You shall attend Mass on Sundays and holy days of
obligation.” This precept requires the faithful to participate in
the Eucharistic celebration when the Christian community
gathers together on the day commemorating the Resurrection
of the Lord.

2nd - “You shall confess your sins at least once a year.” This
ensures preparation for the Eucharist by the reception of the
sacrament of reconciliation, which continues Baptism's work of
conversion and forgiveness.

3rd — “You shall humbly receive your Creator in Holy
Communion at least during the Easter season.” This guarantees
as a minimum the reception of the Lord's Body and Blood in
connection with the Paschal feasts, the origin and center of the
Christian liturgy.

4th - “You shall observe the prescribed days of fasting and
abstinence.” This ensures the times of ascesis (self-discipline)
and penance which prepare us for the liturgical feasts; they
help us acquire mastery over our instincts and freedom of
heart.

S5th - The faithful also have the duty of providing for the
material needs of the Church, each according to his abilities.

This precepts are basic and straightforward ways that we can
improve our spiritual lives, enhance our participation in the
Church, and grow in community, both in the parish and in the
entire Universal Church.

I hope seeing these precepts is a good review of the minimum
expectations Holy Mother Church has for us as her children. I
also want to emphasize that these are the minimum. Ideally, we
confess our sins with much greater regularity, especially when
we have committed a mortal sin. Hopefully too, we receive the
Eucharist much more often than once a year, with our souls
disposed (prayerfully prepared and free from mortal sin).
Hopefully we are making it to Mass on Sundays and Holy
Days of obligation, and we are doing what we can to support
the Church in her material needs. If we find ourselves needing
to grow in any of these areas, this time of Lent is a great time
to start!

I hope and pray that we all make the most of this time of
growth and renewal, and we continue striving for greater
holiness and virtue, greater friendship with the Lord!

FrRoM THE DESK OF FATHER SAIKI

Queridos Hermanos y Hermanas,

iEspero que todos estén bien y que este tiempo de Cuaresma haya sido
fructifero hasta ahora! Recientemente he estado recibiendo preguntas
sobre los mandamientos de la Iglesia. Los mandamientos de la Iglesia
(diferentes de los 10 que se le dieron a Moisés) son preceptos o leyes
que se nos dan para ayudarnos a ordenar nuestra participacion en los
sacramentos y en la liturgia de la Iglesia, y asi edificar nuestra partici-
pacion en el mundo como miembros del Cuerpo Mistico de Cristo.

El Catecismo de la Iglesia Catdlica, articulos 2041-2043 ofrecen los
preceptos con una breve explicacion.

1° - “Oir misa entera los domingos y demas fiestas de precepto y no
realizar trabajos serviles”. Este exige a los fieles que santifiquen el dia
en el cual se conmemora la Resurreccion del Sefior y las fiestas litr-
gicas principales en honor de los misterios del Sefior, de la Santisima
Virgen Maria y de los santos, en primer lugar participando en la cele-
bracidén eucaristica en la que se congrega la comunidad cristiana y
descansando de aquellos trabajos y ocupaciones que puedan impedir
esa santificacion de esos dias

2° - “Confesar los pecados al menos una vez al afio”. Esto asegura la
preparacion a la Eucaristia mediante la recepcion del sacramento de la
Reconciliacion, que contintia la obra de conversion y de perdon del
Bautismo

3° — “Recibir el sacramento de la Eucaristia al menos por Pascua”.
Esto garantiza un minimo en la recepcion del Cuerpo y la Sangre del
Seflor en conexion con el tiempo de Pascua, origen y centro de la
liturgia cristiana

4° - “Abstenerse de comer carne y ayunar en los dias establecidos por
la Iglesia”. Esto asegura los tiempos de ascesis y de penitencia que
nos preparan para las fiestas litlirgicas y para adquirir el dominio so-
bre nuestros instintos, y la libertad del corazén

5° - “Ayudar a la Iglesia en sus necesidades”. Esto enuncia que los
fieles estan obligados de ayudar, cada uno segun su posibilidad, a las
necesidades materiales de la Iglesia.

Estos preceptos son formas basicas y directas en las que podemos
mejorar nuestra vida espiritual, mejorar nuestra participacion en la
Iglesia, y crecer en comunidad, tanto en la parroquia como en toda la
Iglesia Universal.

Espero que ver estos preceptos sea un buen repaso a las expectativas
minimas que la Santa Madre Iglesia tiene para nosotros como sus
hijos. También quiero enfatizar que estos son los minimos. Idealmen-
te, nos confesamos con mucha mayor regularidad, especialmente cu-
ando hemos cometido un pecado mortal. Espero también que reci-
bamos la Eucaristia mucho mas a menudo que una vez al aflo, con
nuestras almas dispuestas (preparadas en oracion y libres de pecado
mortal). Espero que estemos asistiendo a la Misa los domingos y dias
festivos de precepto, y estemos haciendo lo que podamos para apoyar
a la Iglesia en sus necesidades materiales. Si nos encontramos en la
necesidad de crecer en cualquiera de estas areas, jeste tiempo de Cuar-
esma es un buen momento para comenzar!

iEspero y rezo para que todos aprovechemos al maximo este tiempo
de crecimiento y renovacion, y sigamos luchando por una mayor san-
tidad y virtud, una mayor amistad con el Sefior!
