A Message from Fr. Tom Donovan:                              

August 13, 2023  Nineteenth Week of Ordinary Time 

   “Peter got out of the boat and began to walk on 
the water toward Jesus.  But when he saw how 
strong the wind was, he became frightened."   How 
can we describe Peter?  At once both faithful and 
fearful, his jumbled responses remind us that he 
was no spiritual superman, well-intentioned though 
he may have been. Peter wanted to believe, and in 
fact showed a great deal of confidence in Christ.  
But his temptation to doubt was strong enough to 
knock him off his feet, literally.  
   "O you of little faith, why did you doubt?" Jesus 
reprimanded Peter.  The words seem harsh.  After 

all, out of all the disciples, Peter was the only one who had enough faith to even try something as 
ludicrous as stepping out of the boat onto the water in the first place.  But perhaps Jesus wanted 
to emphasize that our faith needs to be strong enough to weather the storm, so to speak. 
   If we only believe in Jesus when the wind is calm and the waves are gone, is that truly having 
faith in him? Is that actually trusting in his supreme power over the forces of the universe?  Peter 
sank as soon as a challenge appeared.  Jesus called him to stay on our feet as the winds begin 
to blow.  So, what are the winds that threaten our faith?  What kinds of gusts are blowing today? 
Whatever it might be, none of it is too much for Jesus to handle.  But we must step out in faith and 
trust him!  And we need to keep our eyes on him as we do so, instead of getting distracted by the 
force of the challenges we face.  We have nothing to fear as long as we are walking towards him. 

————— 
   On Tuesday, the Church throughout the world celebrates the Solemnity of the Assumption of 
the Blessed Virgin Mary.  The Assumption commemorates Mary’s passing from this world unto 
God.  While the dogma of the Assumption was defined infallibly by Pope Pius XII only in 1950, it 

is a teaching held by the ancient Church and rooted in 
scriptural revelation.  Masses for the Holy Day of       
Obligation will be at 4:00 p.m. on Monday, August 14, 
and then at 7:30 a.m. and 6:30 p.m. on Tuesday,      
August 15.   
   Having been preserved from sin from the very moment 
of her conception (“the Immaculate Conception”), Mary 
had perfect sanctifying grace within her soul, equipping 
her to be the Mother of our Lord.  Thus, Mary’s perfect 
“yes” to God, strengthened by a unique gift of grace given 

her, would permit the Word to become Flesh to live within her and dwell among us.  As a further 
consequence of her specially-favored status (being “full of grace”), Mary’s passing from this world 
is also unique.  While pious opinions can be argued on both sides whether she suffered a bodily 
death or not, the Church infallibly teaches that Mary from all time shared in the realized merit of 
the Cross of her Son, and thus avoids any corruption of her body in death.  In the Eastern 
Church, they call this the feast of the “Dormition of Mary”… her ‘falling asleep’, after which her 
body was carried up, incorrupt, into the glory of heaven.  In any case, this is a special privilege 
belonging to the Mother of God, which returns humanity to its preternatural state before the sin of 
our first parents, prefiguring the glory we all await in the Resurrection of the Dead.  And so, what 
this solemnity calls to mind is that it is the same glory shared by Mary that is promised to the 
Church.  Thus, this feast is not only an opportunity to venerate Mary as the first of the Saints of 
Heaven, but it is also an opportunity to recommit ourselves to Christian Virtue which perfects the 
gifts of God within us and prepares us to share in the eternal glory of his Kingdom.
