I hope everyone had a wonderful celebration 
of Christmas and the New Year! 
 
As we enter 2024, we welcome Fr. John Cordes 
to our parish family. Fr. Cordes is now living 
in the rectory, and will be offering sacramental 
assistance to us here at the Cathedral. He is 
bilingual and will be a great presence in both 
English and Spanish. With Fr. Cordes here, 
we will soon be bringing back our Wednesday 
evening confessions and Wednesday evening 
Mass in Spanish.  
 
As Fr. Cordes is technically retired, he will 
not have an administrative role here at the 
Cathedral, but a sacramental, pastoral, and 
ministerial one. He will be available to offer 
spiritual guidance, sacramental preparation, 
and he will have an office in our parish        
offices to have an available presence beyond 
the sanctuary. Our current plan is that He 
will be primarily available Saturdays through 
Wednesdays, with Thursdays and Fridays    
being his time to rest.
