     I am moved by Rembrandt’s pain琀ng of Jesus calm-
ing the storm in the Sea of Galilee. (Mark 4:35-41) It 
challenges us with Jesus’s haun琀ng ques琀on, “Why 
are you so afraid?  Do you s琀ll have no faith?” 
     It some琀mes frustrates us when we experience 
what looks like God's "delay" in our lives. It seems 
that God o昀en does not see our peril nor want to 
move very fast on our prayer requests. Is He asleep on 
the job or just not there—we grumble losing faith!  
     We would be wise at 琀mes like these to realize that
