From the Desk of Father Saiki 

Dear Brothers and Sisters, 
  
As we move through the spring, we are excited 
for the first weekend of May when we will      
celebrate first communions, and a few weeks 
later graduation. Towards the end of May, we 
will also be celebrating ordinations. On May 18, 
we will celebrate the ordination of transitional 
deacons. William Carey, Cesar Gomez, and 
Daniel Mauro will be ordained on that day in 
this final step before the priesthood. That will    
be a special ordination for us as Cesar Gomez    
is a parishioner of the Cathedral. On May 25, 
Deacon Aaron Waldeck will be ordained a priest 
here. It has been many years since the Cathedral 
has hosted both ordinations in a given year. I    
am very excited that these significant events    
will take place here at the mother church of      
the Archdiocese. 
  
On May 19, Deacon Cesar Gomez will be 
preaching the 10:00 a.m. Mass and assisting as 
deacon for the first time. This will be followed 
by a reception in the parish center. Deacon 
Gomez will then preach the Spanish Mass, 
which we will be moving from 12:00 p.m. to 
1:00 p.m. on that day. This Mass will also be 
followed by a reception.   
  
I hope that we are all able to attend the            
ordination events and support these men who 
will be taking those significant steps in their     
vocational journeys. I ask that everyone pray    
for these men as they prepare for ordination, that 
the Lord would give them clarity of mind and 
purpose as they answer His call to them to serve 
the Church.
