From the Desk of Father Saiki 

Dear Brothers and Sisters, 
  
This weekend we had the great joy of ordaining     
Cesar Gomez, from our parish, Dan Mauro, and     
Will Carey to the diaconate. They are transitional 
deacons, meaning that their ordination as deacons is 
the last step for them before they are ordained 
priests. It is such a great joy for the whole         
Archdiocese as next year, pray God, they will be 
priests, and the great gifts of the sacraments will be 
available to our local church for another generation. 
Next weekend we will be celebrating the ordination 
of Deacon Aaron Waldeck to the priesthood. 
  
While we so often hear terrible news in the media, 
and the world is so often filled with darkness,      
division, hatred, and violence, these ordinations are 
such a powerful sign that God is working. God is so 
present in our Archdiocese, and He is still calling to 
us to follow Him. The media will never cover a    
story like this. But we should recognize it. We 
should celebrate it. We should thank God for His 
continued love and presence among us. 
  
While we celebrate the ordinations of these four 
young men, we should continue to pray for more 
vocations. God is calling more young men and 
women to follow Him. Let us pray for our young 
people, that they will hear the Lord’s voice amidst 
all the noise and chaos of the world, and they will 
open their hearts to God’s plan for them. God is at 
work in our midst. 
  
Let us rejoice that He is so good to us and let us do 
our part to build up the Kingdom of God here in our 
Archdiocese!
