I ask all the parish to pray, to seek
the will of God, to foster His peace in our hearts and to
exemplify Christian charity for all our neighbors. While
we have a civic duty to engage in our electoral processes,
we must always do so with the help of God’s grace, and
resist any temptation to deify one party or candidate or
demonize others. Christ is King, and only His peace can
bring us true peace in our society and nation. So please
join me in praying for our nation.
