e Courage - More than bravado or
bluster, today’s knight in shining
armor must have the courage of
the heart necessary to undertake
tasks which are difficult, tedious or
unglamorous, and to graciously
accept the sacrifices involved.

e Justice - A knight in shining ar-
mor holds him or herself to the
highest standard of behavior, and
knows that “fudging” on the little
rules weakens the fabric of society
for everyone.

e Mercy - Words and attitudes can be painful weapons
in the modern world, which is why a knight in shining
armor exercises mercy in his or her dealings with others,
creating a sense of peace and community, rather than
engendering hostility and antagonism.

e Generosity - Sharing what’s valuable in life means not
just giving away material goods, but also time, attention,
wisdom and energy — the things that create a strong,
rich and diverse community.

e Faith - In the code of chivalry, “faith” means trust and
integrity, and a knight in shining armor is always faithful
to his or her promises, no matter how big or small they
may be.

* Nobility - Although this word is sometimes confused
with “entitlement” or “snobbishness,” in the code of
chivalry it conveys the importance of upholding one’s
convictions at all times, especially when no one else is
watching.

® Hope - More than just a safety net in times of tragedy,
hope is present every day in a modern knight’s positive
outlook and cheerful demeanor — the shining armor that
shields him or her, and inspires people all around.

- CHAPLAIN’S REFLECTION...

Dear Brother Knights,

It is not unusual for people to re-
mark about how things are so messed
up in our country and in the world.

While many would agree on this, most are not clear
on why things are so chaotic.

A study of history will show however that the reason
is more obvious than one would think.

Society begins to breakdown when people no
longer believe in God nor His authority. When there
is no God and the moral wisdom He provides, then
there is no moral authority nor law. Without law,
good order rapidly decays.

As Dr. Peter Kreeft reasons:

But if the power elite, whether king, voting
majority, or media elite, cease to believe in an
objective Tao [moral law], as is clearly the
case in our society, then they become Control-
lers, Conditioners, Social Engineers, and the
patients become the controlled. Propaganda
replaces propagation.

This explains why government is growing at such
a terrifying and insane rate. Everywhere we turn
government is inserting itself into our lives, trying to
make things better. Politicians who favor government
management of our lives are adherents of a philoso-
phy known as "Progressivism." Its members, known
as "Progressives," are well meaning, as their goal is
to make things "better" for people. What is insidi-
ous about it all however, is that in making things
“better,” they must control more and more of our
lives, and we in the process lose our freedoms.

When “Progressivism” speaks of making things
better, it is talking about material things, and not
the spiritual. Any effort to make material progress
involves controlling money, yours and mine. Essen-
tially it gets into taking from one group and giving
to another - or what is called “socialism.” Unfortu-
nately socialism has never worked, and indeed has
a negative material and spiritual effect on society.

Socialism also chokes freedom of speech. As
Winston Churchill once observed:

No socialist government conducting the en-
tire life and industry of the country could afford
to allow free, sharp, or violently worded express-
ions of public discontent. They would have to

fall back on some form of “Gestapo,” no
doubt very humanely directed in the first
instance.

And this would nip opinion in the bud; it
would stop criticism as it reared its head, and
it would gather all the power to the supreme
party and the party leaders, rising like stately
pinnacles above their vast bureaucracies of
civil servants, no longer servants and no long-
er civil. And where would the ordinary simple
folk — the common people, as they like to call
them in America — where would they be, once
this mighty organism had got them in its grip?

And once socialism begins to take over a country
it attacks and attempts to silence religion. For the
"religion" of socialism tolerates no competition with
another god.

These are critical times for us as Americans and
as believers. Unless we are alert and stand up for
ourselves, we could very well lose our freedoms,
religious and otherwise.
