Many folks have asked for an update on the 
stairs at the main entrance of the church. Our 
architect was hopeful that we could begin the 
physical work by the end of the July.          
Obviously, that has not happened. There 
have been some budgeting issues between 
the architect and the contracture, and those 
are thankfully worked out. At this moment 
we are waiting for approval of permits from 
the city. Once the city approves of the work, 
we will be able to begin. I know this has 
been frustrating, but I thank you all for      
your patience. We are still looking at a           
springtime completion. 
  
I also want to remind everyone that, though 
the school year has started, we still have a 
few more days of registration for our children 
and family catechism program and our OCIA 
(formerly known as RCIA). If you know     
anyone who is in need of the sacraments or 
who is thinking about maybe joining the 
Catholic Church, please encourage them to 
considering enrolling in our program! You 
can refer them to Clarissa Fierro in the parish 
office to help them find the class that is best 
for them.
