From the Pastor’s desk…. 

     May God bless you as we begin this holy 
season of Advent.  This season opens up for us 
a new liturgical or “church” year.  Our color is 
violet.  This is a penitential season much like 
Lent.  Advent has 2 parts to it, that are reflected 
in the prayers and readings at mass.  The first 
part of Advent reminds us of the 2nd coming of 
Christ at the end of time.  The second part is a 
time for preparation to celebrate the first 
coming of Christ—Christmas.  I pray that your 
Advent time will go well for you and your loved 
ones.  Much of the world around us is zipping 
by quickly, already telling us in different ways 
that Christmas is NOW!  However, we begin 
Christmas with mass on Christmas Eve and this 
short liturgical season takes us to the Baptism 
of the Lord in January.   

     There will be a chance for going to 
confession here in our Deanery once again, on 
a large scale.  On Saturday, December 14, 
priests will be available for reconciliation at    
St. Pius X here in Lombard.  You may come to 
St. Pius X any time from 8:00 to 3:00 for 
confession.  Many people like this type of 
venue, as it highlights the Catholics in our area 
all doing something special for Advent.  I will 
also have confessions here in church on 
Sunday, December 22, at 2:00 until 4:00.  I will 
be in the church, and all confessions on this 
day will be face to face; we usually get around 
45 people in that time span.  We also have 
regular Saturday afternoon confessions at 3:00.
