- THE KNIGHTS OF COLUMBUS

The Knights of Columbus is a global Catholic fraternal
service order founded by Blessed Michael J.
McGivney. Membership is limited to practicing
Catholic men. It is currently led
by Patrick E. Kelly, the order's 14th
Supreme Knight.

The organization was founded
on March 29, 1882, as a mutual
benefit society for working-class
and immigrant Catholics in the United States. In
addition to providing an insurance system for its
members, it has grown to support refugee
relief, Catholic education, local parishes, dioceses,
and global Catholic social causes. The Knights of
Columbus have played an active role in politics ever
since its formation, and promote the Catholic view
on public policy issues around the world.

The organization also provides certain financial
services to the individual and institutional Catholic
market. Its wholly owned insurance company,
a Fortune 1000 company based on its annual revenue,
underwrites more than two million insurance
contracts, totaling more than $121 billion of life
insurance in force as of 2023. The order also owns
the Knights of Columbus Asset Advisors, a money
management firm which invests in accordance
with Catholic social teachings.

As of 2024, the Knights reported having over
2.1 million members around the world. Women may
participate in K of C through the Columbiettes and
other female auxiliaries, and boys may join
the Columbian Squires. The Order comprises four
different "degrees", each one of which exemplifies
one of the core principles of the order. There are
more than 17,000 local Knights of Columbus coun-
cils around the world, including over 400 on college
campuses.

- CHAPLAIN’S REFLECTION
Dear Brother Knights & Family Members:

The world seems to be divided among
persons of a conservative opinion and
those of a liberal bent. Each side often
sees the other as backward.

| realize that the terms conservative" and
"liberal" can be confusing and rather vague.

Conservatives are often seen as holding tightly
to the past, and liberals are viewed and believing
that change will improve our world.

The Catholic Church is a fundamentally “conservative”
organization. But please understand that this term
means something different in Church circles.

When | say that the Catholic Church is fundamentally
“conservative” what | am pointing out is that the
Church sees its role as conserving and faithfully
transmitting the teachings of Jesus Christ down the
centuries to each succeeding generation. It is more
accurate to call the church “orthodox” rather than
conservative.

The teachings and person of Jesus are a founda-
tion for living which we are not entitled to change
nor modify. When Jesus commissioned the Apostles
he commanded: Therefore go and make disciples of
all nations, baptizing them in the name of the
Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, and
teaching them to obey everything | have commanded
you. And surely | am with you always, to the very
end of the age. (Matt. 28: 19-20).

People are frequently critical of the Church for
not being "modern," for not "changing with the
times." "Why doesn't the church allow birth control
or same sex “marriages”? The Church is old
fashioned!"

The Church does not take its direction from
public opinion, but rather from the Lord.

And let's pause for a moment — what is this
thing we call "modern?" Is something "new" always
better? Ideas which are called modern are sometimes
nothing more than the latest trendy idea pushed by
a noisy few.

Have "modern" ideas made the world better?
Look about you! The family is disintegrating, society
is falling apart, our culture is rotting. Modern ideas?
Change alone is often a superstition. Just because
ideas are “new” does not mean that they are good.

The Church in many ways is like the brakes on the
car of society - not all that exciting but essential.
As G. K. Chesterton observed: “The Catholic
Church is the only thing which saves a man from the
degrading slavery of being a child of his age.”

The Church is fundamentally conservative. Its role
is to conserve Christ's message. It was not made to
please its congregations, but rather to please and
serve God. Those churches that have gone “Woke”
have dwindled.
