A Message from Fr. Tom Donovan:

Our readings rewind us back to the
beginning of Jesus’ public ministry,
where he is revealed by John as the
“‘Lamb of God™—a figure whose life
would be an offering to God for the
redemption of his people, not unlike the
lambs presented by the priests of the
Temple. It would be some years later
when Christ would mount the Cross on
the day and at the hour that the Passover
Lambs were sacrificed in preparation for
the feast recalling the Lord God’s
deliverance of his people from the

slavery of Egypt. For now, we are called to attention to look and see where the lamb
leads and what he does. Our Gospels in this time immediately after Epiphany tend to
focus on Jesus as a ‘man of action’, healing the sick, comforting the poor, and speaking a
Gospel of deliverance. We must encounter these teachings and let them sink deep
within us that they may make an impact and provide inspiration, in preparation for the
challenge-of-all-challenges which must ultimately come, that we should ‘take up our
cross and follow [him]” (Matthew 16: 24).
