January 25, 2026 –Third Sunday in Ordinary Time (A) 

   When we read Sacred Scripture, whether privately or 
in the context of a liturgical celebration, we encounter 
the Living God.  In 2019, Pope Francis declared this 
Third Sunday of Ordinary Time as a “Sunday of the 
Word of God”, when the Church is invited to take time to 
‘appreciate the inexhaustible riches contained in that 
constant dialogue between the Lord and his people 
(Aperuit Illis 2, Misericordia et Misera 7).’  In the context 
of this observance, we read the St. Paul this week, 
where he explains that his mission is different than that 
of the baptizer.  His mission is one of preaching— and 
not his own word, but the Good News of Christ Crucified 
and risen from the dead.  His job is to be a minister of that 
Word, uniting believers in Christ and not in competing 
philosophies or ministries. (See 1 Cor 1: 10-13, 17).   
  And what is the Gospel?  As we said last week it is one 
of being awake and alert to the Good things that God 
does in our midst.  These graces embrace those who are poor in spirit, those who 
mourn, those who are meek, those who hunger and thirst for righteousness, those 
who are merciful and clean of heart, those who are peacemakers.  God blesses those 
who are persecuted for their righteousness, proclaiming every good thing theirs in the 
Kingdom.  A slightly different focus than Luke, whom we read last year, but nonetheless, 
a dawning of a new world in the proclamation of the Gospel of Christ. 
   Sacred Scripture is integral to the celebration of Mass and for other public celebrations 
in the life of the Church.  Sacred Scripture is the foundation of most of our liturgical 
music and is generously layered into the imagery and poetry of the prayers belonging 
to sacramental celebrations.  The psalms are sung constantly by members of the 
Church throughout the world as they pray Morning and Evening Prayer, along with the 
other ‘hours’ of the day.  To be ignorant of Scripture, as St. Jerome argues, is to be 
ignorant of Christ. 
   On this “Sunday of the Word of God”, we are called to devote ourselves once again 
to study and prayer with Sacred Scripture as a way to grow in familiarity with God, 
who is the Eternal Word who took on flesh that we might share in his glory. 

  Catholic Schools Week 2025 is here!  As St. Dominic School is 
the single largest ministry of our parish, our attention is drawn to 
the holy work which is done there each and every day, to advance 
the preaching of the Gospel.  Our students, their parents and   
families, our staff, and our parish make a cooperative effort, at 
great expense and sacrifice for all involved, to provide not simply 
a quality private education, but a Catholic Education which    
inculcates all the best the Church has to offer in its theological 
heritage, its understanding of the human person and society, its 
practice of prayer and liturgy, its commitment to research and 
knowledge in service to the truth, its orientation towards    
stewardship of the graces and resources shared by all of God’s 
family, and its unity as the Body of Christ, serving each of its 
members as needed to orient them towards the Kingdom of God on 
earth as it is in heaven.  Thank you for all you do to support the 
ministry of Catholic Education in our Parish and at Quincy Notre 
Dame High School, and even at Quincy University!  Let’s rejoice in 
the gift and promise of our Catholic School in a special way this week!
