- CHAPLAIN’S REFLECTION...

Perhaps you have heard my question from the
pulpit: "Do you know Jesus?" | have asked that,
hoping that you will get curious, and indeed seek to
know Him.

And as you come to know Jesus
your Catholic faith will change even
if you have been a life-long Catholic
— indeed especially if you have
been a life-long Catholic.

Most of us were brought into the Faith as
children and instructed in the rules of the Church.
Some sadly have drifted from the Faith, perhaps in
disillusionment with the Church. While we were
taught about the Faith, some never came to know
the Faith which is not ideas, but a person, the Lord
Jesus himself—"I am the way, the truth and the
life," he taught us.

Studying a cookbook will never equal the delight
of having a fine meal!

Something extraordinary happens when you
come to know Jesus personally. As Jesus himself
shared in the Gospel of John, "l am the Light of the
world, he who follows Me will not walk in darkness,
but will have the Light of life." (John 8:12)

When that happens his light is cast inward to
your soul and along your path in life. The Lord's
light helps you to see your own soul more clearly,
your motivations, your sins and the hearts of others.

As we see in Revelation: "Night will be no more,
nor will they need light from lamp or, for the Lord
God shall give them light, and they shall reign
forever and ever." (Rev. 22:5)

This light of Jesus will put your faith into a much
clearer focus. You will understand it as never
before and see things in a new perspective. It is like
that "ah-hah" moment when you find the place for
a piece in a great jigsaw puzzle.

Jesus opens this when he told his followers, "If
you remain in my word, you will truly be my disci-
ples, and you will know the truth, and the truth will
set you free." (John 8: 31-32"

This whole experience is not a product of knowing
facts, but rather of knowing a person. It is the
journey of a relationship.

You can see these same changes happening in
those men who were Jesus's disciples. As Jesus was

walking beside the Sea of Galilee, he saw two brothers,
Simon, called Peter, and his brother Andrew. They
were casting a net into the lake, for they were fish-
ermen.

"Come, follow me," Jesus said, "and | will make
you fishers of men." At once they left their nets and
followed him. (Matt 4: 18-22 NIV)

Can you imagine grown adults being so captured
by an encounter with another person so that they
walked away from their livelihood?

Why did they follow him? It was because there
was something more real and alive in him than they
had ever seen anywhere. Peter said as much the
same when he told Jesus, "Lord, to whom shall we
go, you have the words of eternal life?" In so many
words, "You are it, Jesus!!

Do you know Jesus?
